The forced choice dilemma refers to the choice that some gifted students
believe they must make between academic success and making friends. In this
seminar, an overview will be provided of the findings of the Australian research ]
that has been undertaken on the topic (including the influence of factors such as
the level of giftedness, gender, and the cultural backgrounds of peers). Following
this, some possible implications of the findings of the research for teachers,
counsellors and family members will be discussed.

He teaches gifted education at The University of Mew South Wales and undertakes
research on the decdsion-making of gifted and nongifted adolescents on topics such as
Careers, university entrance, friendships, and academic acceleration, usually incorporating
cultural and motivational perspectives. He has published in a range of jowrnals induding
Gifted Child Quarterly, Journal for the Educotion of the Gifted, Roeper Review, Journal of
Coreer Assessment, Journal of Career Development, and Research in Higher Education.

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The Forced Choice Dilemma

The forced choice dilemma, which is an expression that was first coined by Emeritus
Professor Miraca Gross of GERRIC and The University of New South Wales, refers to the
choice that some intellectually gifted students believe that they must make between
achieving academic success and the gaining of peer acceptance. The phenomenon has
been studied from the 1980s to the present time within the field of gifted education.

In recent times, Australian research has investigated the cognitive processes that
lead to the forced choice dilemma, the predictors of the forced choice dilemma, and
some of the reasons for the experience or non -experience of the forced choice dilemma.
An overview of these findings will be presented at the seminar.

Furthermore, the specific sub -groups of intellectually gifted students who may be most
vulnerable to the forced choice dilemma will be discussed, along with some strategies
that may be used to assist intellectually gifted students who may be experiencing the
forced choice dilemma.
